From January 2024 prescriptions, the discount deduction applied to pharmacy contractors monthly
total of reimbursement prices will be transitioning to new arrangements.

Under the new arrangements, which will be fully in place by April 2025, there will be three product
groups each with their own fixed deduction rates which will be applied to monthly reimbursement
prices of the products in that group, as set out in the table 1 below:
